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1 Summary

This assessment covers the greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions arising from the
management activities of Crystal Holidays over a 1 year period.

Summary of Emissions

Future Forests estimates (based on figures provided to us by the ECCM) that the
greenhouse gas emissions produced by the management activities of Crystal
Holidays’ Kingston office and staff are equivalent to 1,736.7 tonnes of carbon dioxide
equivalent. Travel gave rise to the largest proportion of total emissions at 71%,
energy consumption made up 24% and waste production accounted for 5% of the
total.

Scope and Methodology

The assessment methodology follows the reporting principles and guidelines
provided by the WBCSD/WRI Greenhouse Gas Protocol

The organisational boundaries comprise of the Crystal Holidays head office in
Kingston, United Kingdom - including staff activity therein (see results section).
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
